THIS YEAR, I’VE FOCUSED EVERY STATED COMMUNICATION ON EITHER EDUCATION OR

DO. WE ALL HAVE THE SAME 24 HOURS IN A DAY—UNLESS YOU'RE SECRETLY A TIME TRAVELER, IN WHICH CASE, PLEASE TEACH ME
YOUR WAYS.

ALL I’M ASKING IS FOR 30 MINUTES A DAY. THAT’S IT. 30 MINUTES TO STUDY RITUAL OR KEEP THE PARTS YOU KNOW FRESH. THEN
TAKE ANOTHER 30 MINUTES TO READ SOMETHING THAT FEEDS YOUR SOUL. IT DOESN’T HAVE TO BE A MASONIC TOME THAT SMELLS

(MSCLD), A CAUSE THAT EXEMPLIFIES THE TRUE SPIRIT OF
MASONIC CHARITY AND COMPASSION. WHILE MOST OF US
WERE FOCUSED ON CELEBRATING AMERICA’S
INDEPENDENCE, OUR CONVERSATION TURNED TO THE
FREEDOMS WE OFTEN TAKE FOR GRANTED—LIKE THE
ABILITY TO READ, WRITE, AND LEARN WITH CONFIDENCE.
FOR MANY CHILDREN WITH DYSLEXIA, THOSE FREEDOMS
DON’T COME EASILY. BUT THANKS TO THE EFFORTS OF THE
MSCLD, HOPE IS RESTORED AND FUTURES ARE
REWRITTEN.

FOUNDED WITH THE MISSION OF HELPING CHILDREN WITH
LEARNING DIFFERENCES—PARTICULARLY DYSLEXIA—THE
MSCLD PROVIDES DIRECT SUPPORT TO STUDENTS AND

FAMILIES WHO OFTEN FIND THEMSELVES WITH NOWHERE ELSE TO TURN. WHAT MAKES THIS SCHOOL REMARKABLE IS
NOT JUST THE SPECIALIZED EDUCATIONAL TOOLS AND STRATEGIES USED, BUT THE HEART AND INTENT BEHIND ITS
FOUNDING: TO FULFILL A MASONIC OBLIGATION TO MAKE A REAL DIFFERENCE IN THE LIVES OF OTHERS. UNDER DAN'S

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BREAKING BREAD AND BUILDING BRIDGES: A FELLOWSHIP
WITH WM JERMAINE WASHINGTON OF VISION LODGE PHA

LAST MONTH, | HAD THE PLEASURE OF MEETING UP WITH
WORSHIPFUL MASTER JERMAINE WASHINGTON, THE SITTING
MASTER OF VISION LODGE, PRINCE HALL AFFILIATED (PHA), RIGHT
HERE IN RIO RANCHO. IN ADDITION TO LEADING HIS LODGE, WBRO.
JERMAINE ALSO SERVES AS THE GRAND JUNIOR WARDEN (GJW)
FOR THE MOST WORSHIPFUL PRINCE HALL GRAND LODGE OF NEW
MEXICO—A BROTHER WITH DEEP COMMITMENT, INSIGHT, AND
VISION, BOTH LITERALLY AND SYMBOLICALLY.

WE CHOSE TO MEET AT THE NEWLY OPENED HAWAIIAN
RESTAURANT IN RIO RANCHO, L&M BBQ—A COZY, LAID-BACK SPOT
WITH FLAVORS THAT TRANSPORTED US STRAIGHT TO THE ISLANDS.

WHILE THE KALUA PORK AND MAC SALAD WERE MEMORABLE, IT
WAS THE CONVERSATION THAT LEFT A LASTING IMPRESSION.

WHAT BEGAN AS TWO MASTERS OF SEPARATE LODGES SIMPLY ENJOYING A MEAL TOGETHER QUICKLY EVOLVED INTO A MEANINGFUL
DISCUSSION ABOUT THE STATE OF FREEMASONRY IN NEW MEXICO, AND MORE SPECIFICALLY, THE OPPORTUNITIES WE HAVE TO
FOSTER UNITY AND COLLABORATION BETWEEN PRINCE HALL AFFILIATED (PHA) MASONRY AND MAINSTREAM MASONRY.

FOR FAR TOO LONG, OUR JURISDICTIONS HAVE WORKED IN PARALLEL, BUT NOT ALWAYS IN PARTNERSHIP. WHILE OUR RITUALS,
LANDMARKS, AND OBLIGATIONS ARE NEARLY IDENTICAL, THE HISTORICAL DIVIDES—MANY OF WHICH NO LONGER HOLD WEIGHT IN
TODAY’S WORLD—HAVE SOMETIMES KEPT OUR PATHS FROM CROSSING AS FREQUENTLY AS THEY SHOULD. WHAT WM JERMAINE AND |
AGREED ON WHOLEHEARTEDLY IS THAT IT’S TIME FOR THAT TO CHANGE.

WE DISCUSSED THE POTENTIAL FOR JOINT EVENTS, SHARED MASONIC EDUCATION NIGHTS, AND EVEN PUBLIC-FACING COMMUNITY
SERVICE PROJECTS WHERE BOTH MAINSTREAM AND PHA LODGES CAN WORK SIDE BY SIDE. THESE EFFORTS WOULDN’T JUST SERVE
THE CRAFT—THEY’D SERVE OUR COMMUNITIES AND HELP RESTORE A MORE UNITED PUBLIC IMAGE OF WHAT FREEMASONRY IS ALL
ABOUT: UNITY, BROTHERLY LOVE, AND MAKING GOOD MEN BETTER, REGARDLESS OF JURISDICTION.

THERE WAS A REFRESHING OPENNESS IN OUR DISCUSSION—A WILLINGNESS TO ACKNOWLEDGE THE PAST, BUT NOT BE BOUND BY IT.
WE TALKED ABOUT HOW YOUNGER MASONS ACROSS BOTH GRAND LODGES ARE INCREASINGLY EAGER TO WORK TOGETHER AND
LEARN FROM EACH OTHER. THEY WANT TO BUILD RELATIONSHIPS, NOT WALLS. AND AS CURRENT LODGE LEADERS, IT'S OUR
RESPONSIBILITY TO HELP PAVE THAT PATH FORWARD.

WM JERMAINE’S CALM LEADERSHIP AND VISION WERE EVIDENT THROUGHOUT OUR CONVERSATION. HE EXPRESSED HIS HOPES TO
CREATE MORE POINTS OF CONTACT AND COOPERATION BETWEEN PHA AND MAINSTREAM LODGES—NOT JUST AT THE LEADERSHIP
LEVEL, BUT THROUGHOUT THE RANK AND FILE. AS FOR MYSELF, | LEFT THE MEETING BOTH INSPIRED AND ENERGIZED. THIS IS
